Object of the Game: To be the player who captures the most squares.  

1. Each player roles one dice. The player with the highest numbered roll will go first.  

2. The player rolls both dice at the same time.  

3. Multiply the numbers on the dice together. For example, if the dice say 6 and 5, 

6x5=30.  

4. The player then looks for the number 30 on the game board and draws ONE line by 

connecting any two dots that are surrounding that number. Use your coloured marker 

to draw the line.  

5. After you have drawn your line, your turn is over. The next player’s turn begins.  

6. Players are striving to draw a line that will complete the square. When the square is 

complete, the player colours in that square with their coloured marker and gets to 

take another turn.  

7. The player with the most squares coloured their colour at the end of the game is the 

winner
